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EXECU’HVE SUMMARY

The focus of this Subsurface Investigation Report (SIR) is an Underground Storage Tank
(UST) site at Hill AFB Utah. The site under investigation has been designated as UST Site
214.1 by EMR (IRP Site Code ST37) and by the Utah Division of Environmental Response 
Remediation (DERR) as UST Site EFTO. The site contained one 2,000-gallon steel, dual-
chamber UST used to stere new and spent stoddard solvent used in aircraft maintenance.
The UST was removed and replaced in December, 1991. During the replacement activities,
evidence that the UST had leaked was observed, subsequent soil samples taken from
beneath the former UST were found to contain varying levels of hydrocarbon
contamination. In an effort to determine the vertical and horizontal extent of the
contamination, seven soil l~orings were drilled around the UST area and a monitoring
well was installed at the site. One of the seven soil borings were found to contain
hydrocarbon contamination. There is no free-phase contamination, yet residual soil
contamination extends down approximately 43 feet below the site. The lateral extent is
approximately 5 to 7 feet surrounding the eastern end of the UST. Ground-water samples
collected from a monitoring well installed as part of this investigation showed no
detectable hydrocarbon contamination. The site has been tentatively selected as an Air
Force bioventing study area.
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
